You will be provided an opportunity at the hearing to respond to allegations and questions about your present financial status.

You are advised that for this hearing, electronic recording is provided by the court.  A party may provide a court reporter at that party’s expense.  
NOTE: If you are represented by an attorney or plan to retain an attorney for this matter, you should notify the attorney of this hearing.  If this matter is resolved, the moving party shall contact the judge or hearing officer’s office to cancel this hearing.  
Please sign in to the video session about 10 minutes prior to the scheduled start time so we can work through any technical issues and not waste hearing time. 

When appearing remotely for hearings/trials, please observe the following rules:
1. If you are having trouble accessing the meeting: Attorneys should contact the Judicial Assistant; Self-represented parties should contact the Case Manager; Represented parties should contact his/her attorney.

2. Please wait patiently in the virtual waiting room until your case is called. Remember that the judge may be finishing a prior hearing before your case can be called.

You must turn off all electronic devices except for the device enabling participation in the hearing. You shall refrain from exchanging any electronic messages during your testimony, and you must notify the Court immediately if you receive any electronic communication during your testimony.
